	New services available now on the ELSTI Portal (www.eurobusinesslanguakeskills.net) 


During all the first year of the project, all the partners have been actively working on performing the ELSTI Portal and improving it with new services and didactical material for the trainees and for the trainers.

FOR LEARNERS

Four online language courses are available. The trainee can now learn online English, French, Spanish and Italian using the same didactical methodology. All the courses are rich of contents with the possibility for the learner to listen to dialogues, practice on several different exercises, relaxing using language games.

The new Lithuanian Business Culture Module will offer a look into the Lithuanian business environment.

The new Personal Motivational module builds the necessary confidence to get the most out of language learning studies.

FOR TUTORS

The virtual classroom system is now available and allows the teachers to create their own virtual classrooms in order to monitor the activity of their students.

The project partners have elaborated the learning objectives for each of the 10 units, both for the basic and for the independent level, of each of the online language courses. This allows the teachers to personalise the training programme for their students.

The training activities on the ELSTI portal are now in full progress, and each partner is organising workshops, demo and taster sessions for people employed in Small and Medium Enterprises and for teachers and students.
